
 

 
 
 

 
When we plan to carry out the work and how long it will take 
This is to let you know that, as part of the on-going maintenance and improvement of the highway network, 
Kent County Council will be working to improve the road surface of the A252 Canterbury Road, Charing 
between the junctions of Faversham Road and Squids Gate Lane. 
 
These road surface improvement works are programmed to start on the 22nd July 2023 and should take 1 
day to complete. These activities will be undertaken during a short working window between the hours of 
07:00 and 19:00. 
  
This type of work can be affected by bad weather, so if it is not possible for us to carry it out at this time, we 
will arrange a new date and let you know via a letter drop to your home. We will also display signs along the 
road, before we start, showing the date we plan to start work. 
 
During these essential works it will be necessary to close the road completely so that we can carry 
out the works safely for both the workforce and road users. During this closure, a diversion route 
will be in place via A252 Canterbury Road, A251 Faversham Road, Broomfield Lane, Faversham 
Road, and vice versa. 
 
What we plan to do 
Following the recent surfacing dressing at this location, an additional treatment called ‘Lockchip’ will applied 
once the surface has been sufficiently embedded. This additional treatment is designed to ‘lock’ the chippings 
into the surface thereby reducing the amount of loose material migrating to the edges of the road or under 
parked vehicles.  Once the routine sweeping has been completed, the lock chip bitumen coating is applied to 
fully seal the highway. The new binder sits within the texture of the chips in the new surface.  This application is 
designed to significantly improve the early life retention of the chips in all areas of the dressing. It provides 
waterproofing and increased durability to prevent defects, cracks, and potholes.  
 
How you can help 
It is inevitable that residents and businesses near the works will experience some disruption, but we will try 
to keep these to a minimum. Any pavements will remain open at all times, but vehicle access to properties 
will need to be restricted for a short period while work is carried out in front of each property. If you have any 
particular access needs, please let the workforce on site know.  
 
We need your help to make sure the work is done as quickly as possible and to the best possible quality.
